O speak good of the Lord, all ye
works of His, in all places of His dominion: / praise thou the Lord, O my soul.

OUR Lord Jesus Christ said: Hear, O Israel, THE LORD OUR GOD IS ONE LORD; and
thou shalt love the LORD thy GOD with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all
thy mind, and with all thy strength. Thus 1s the first and great Commandment. And
the second 1s like unto 1it, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. On these two
Commandments hang all the Law and the Prophets.

People. Lord, have mercy upon us, and write both these Thy laws in our hearts, we
beseech Thee.

authority he hath) may faithfully serve, honour, and humbly obey him, in Thee, and
for Thee, according to Thy blessed Word and ordinance; through Jesus Christ our
Lord, Who with Thee and the Holy Ghost liveth and reigneth, ever one God, world
without end. Amen.



O EVERLASTING God, Who hast ordained and constituted the services of Angels and
men 1n a wonderful order: Mercifully grant, that as Thy holy Angels alway do Thee
service 1 heaven, so by Thy appoimtment they may succour and defend us on earth;

And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the dewvil,
and Satan, which decewveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his
angels were cast out with him. And I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, Now 1s
come salvation, and strength, and the kingdom of our God, and the power of His
Christ: for the accuser of our brethren is cast down, which accused them before our
God day and might. And they overcame him by the Blood of the Lamb, and by the
word of their testimony; and they loved not their lives unto the death. Therefore
rejoice, ye heavens, and ye that dwell in them. Woe to the inhabiters of the earth and
of the sea! for the devil 1s come down unto you, having great wrath, because he

knoweth that he hath but a short time.

And the Epistle ended, the Minister shall say,
Here endeth the Epistle.  This 1s the Word of the Lord.

And all shall answer saying,

Thanks be to God.

Then shall all the people stand, and the Gradual Psalm, shall be said or sung.

Then shall the Minister announce that portion of’

Then shall the Minister read the Gospel.

AT the same time came the disciples unto Jesus, saying, Who 1s the greatest in the
kingdom of heaven? And Jesus called a little child unto Him, and set him in the
midst of them, and said, Verily I say unto you, Except ye be converted, and become
as little children, ye shall not enter into the kingdom of heaven. 'Whosoever therefore
shall humble himself as this little child, the same 1s greatest in the kingdom of heaven.
And whoso shall receive one such little child in my Name receiveth me. But whoso
shall offend one of these little ones which believe 1n me, 1t were better for him that a
millstone were hanged about his neck, and that he were drowned in the depth of the
sea. Woe unto the world because of offences! for it must needs be that offences
come; but woe to that man by whom the offence cometh! Wherefore if thy hand or
thy foot offend thee, cut them off, and cast them from thee: it 1s better for thee to enter
mto life halt or maimed, rather than having two hands or two feet to be cast into
everlasting fire. And 1f thine eye offend thee, pluck 1t out, and cast it from thee: 1t 1s
better for thee to enter mto life with one eye, rather than having two eyes to be cast
mto hell fire. Take heed that ye despise not one of these little ones; for I say unto
you, That in heaven their angels do always behold the face of my Father which 1s in
heaven.

I will offer to Thee the sacrifice of thanksgiving, and will call upon the Name of the
Lord; I will pay my vow unto the Lord m the sight of all His people.

And the Bread shall be the best and purest unleavened wheat Bread, and the Wine the purest grape Wine,
that may be gotten. And at high and solemn celebrations, the Holy Table and oblations may then be censed
by the Priest.

We beseech Thee also to save and defend all Chnistan Kings, Princes, and
Governors; and specially Thy servant CHARLES our King; that under him we may be
godly and quietly governed: And grant unto all his councils, and to all that are put in
authority under him, that they may truly and impartially minister justice, to the
punishment of wickedness and vice, and to the mamtenance of Thy true religion and
virtue.
